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CLARKE REVIEW REVISITATION

Purpose

To provide an update on the progress the Department has made towards the
revisitation of the Clarke Review.

The Clarke Review

The Clarke Review made 109 recommendations which may be grouped into five
broad areas.

Service Eligibility — 65 recommendations
e 45 accepted;
e 17 rejected; and
* one noted, two deferred.

The two major recommendations to be re-examined, BCOF and atomic tests
participants, were rejected and accepted in principle respectively.

The noted recommendation related to a perceived need for consistency in continuing
rights to claim war widow’s pension. The two deferred recommendations were
subject to Defence’s Nature of Service Review.

Access to the Gold Card — 10 recommendations
e seven accepted
e two rejected; and
e one noted.

The noted recommendation related to the needs of war widows caring for severely
disabled adult orphans of veterans and the adequacy of existing support systems to
meet those needs.

Benefits for Special Rate and Other Disability Pension Recipients — 17
recommendations.

e three accepted

e five rejected; and

* nine noted.

The noted but still unimplemented recommendation was an extended bereavement
payment for widows of special rate veterans.

Rehabilitation — 16 recommendations
e 16 noted.

These noted recommendations largely centred around veterans’ compulsory
participation in rehabilitation. The previous Government decided not to pursue
